INFORMATION FOR COMPETITORS 

 

 

1.  DATE & VENUE 

 

The  Hex City - Albatross Junior Golf Championship 2010, will be held from December 01 – 03, 2010 at Classic 

Golf Resorts, Gurgaon (Approx 40 km & one hour driving time from Indira Gandhi International Airport, New 

Delhi). 

 

2  ENTRY/CADDIE FEE 

 

Entries are accepted online only at www.albatross.co.in. The entry fee is $ 90/- for overseas players & INR 

3500/- for Indian Resident players. Players shall be provided and have to use host club caddies for practice 

round/s and competition rounds. A fee of Indian Rupees 375/- (including tax) per round will be payable by 

players during tournament registration. Please note that the entry fee entitles a player to free practice round 

plus 3 competition rounds, opening ceremony snacks/dinner  , lunches on each tournament day, complimentary 

refreshments/water during the competition 

 

 



 

 

3. ACCOMMODATION FOR PLAYERS, OFFICIALS AND PARENTS

5. TRANSPORTATION 

 

Transportation/transfers will be provided to each federation/team from their arrival at Indira Gandhi 

International Airport (Terminal – 3), New-Delhi and hotel/golf course free of charge. Transportation between 

airport- Official hotel will be provided to parents/relatives/friends at INR 1000/- per person/one way. Free 

shuttle service will be provided between golf course-hotel during the practice day and tournament to all 

players/officials/parents (Timetable will be available at the lobby of the Hotel & golf course, players and officials 

will have priority). 



 

 

 

6. VISA REQUIREMENTS  

 

All overseas participants are advised to check/obtain visa for entry into India. Pl note that no provision of grant 

of visa on arrival exists at IGI Airport, New Delhi and anyone without a valid visa will be denied entry into India. 

 

7. CURRENCY  

 

The currency in use in India is INR/Rupees. The approximate exchange rate is US$1.00 = Rs 46.00. 

 

8. DRESS CODE 

 

The dress code for the opening ceremony and buffet dinner is formal and for other scheduled events smart golf 

attire. It is the responsibility of each player to be aware of and abide by, the Dress Code of the Host Club. A copy 

of this will be pasted on the Information Board at the Tournament Office. Both on and off the Course and in the 

Clubhouse, players should observe reasonable, inoffensive manner of dress allowing for tropical conditions. 

 

In general however, the following rules must be observed:  

 



 

� Denim wear including jeans, is not permitted 

� Swimwear and athletic attire including tracksuits, shorts, T-shirts and sports shoes are not allowed. 

� Shirts should be collared and worn inside trousers / shorts / skirts. 

� Shorts should be tailored and of a conservative length. 

� Footwear should be worn at all times, not changed in public areas and notice taken of Host Club rules 

regarding spike shoes. 

 

9. CAPTAIN’S MEETING 

 

A Captain meeting is scheduled on Nov 30, 2010 at 4:00 pm at Tournament Office at Classic Golf Course.  

Captains from each nation are requested to attend .The Captains will be provided a captain tag & briefing notes 

for the tournament.   

 

10. OFFICIAL PRACTICE ROUND 

 

An official practice round to all competitors will be available on November 30, 2010.  Pairings & tee times will be 

published/available at the Registration desk in advance and shall also be uploaded on the web site & Club/Hotel 

notice board.  

 

 



 

 

 

11. PRACTICE RANGE/FACILITIES 

 

50 complimentary practice balls will be made available each day to competitors from Nov 30 to Dec 03, 2010.  

The practice range is open from 06:00 am to 6:00 pm. Practice facilities/golf academy is also available at 

Tarudhan Valley Resorts, for use by participants at subsidized rates. 

 

12. REGISTRATION 

 

Registration is open on November 29 - 30, 2010 only.  All players must register in person at `the Tournament 

Office before their starting time on the first round.   

 

13. FOOD & BEVERAGE  

 

Breakfast will be provided to residents at the official hotel. All Participants are required to attend Welcome & 

Farewell Party to which the times and venues will be later informed. Friends and family may obtain 

coupons/attend the official opening ceremony dinner buffet and prize presentation dinner at a cost of Rs 1500/-

14. EQUIPMENT & VALUABLES 

 

 Players should store their golf clubs overnight in their hotel room.  

Arrangements will also be made at CGR to store Golf bags overnight at golf bag storage from Nov 30– Dec 03, 

2010.  However it is not advisable to leave valuables in golf bags.  Neither the Golf Club nor AJT/Organizing 

Committee will be held responsible for any loss or damage. 

 

15. WEATHER  

 

The weather in early December is expected to be pleasant with chilly nights & mornings and relatively dry at 

that time of the year. Temperatures are expected to be in the range of 10 - 18 °C. 

 

16. INSURANCE 

 

All overseas competitors & accompanying parents are advised & responsible to carry adequate personal and
