TOURNAMENT FIELD 

 

The field shall be limited to 140 players. Each Country/Federation/ Union/Association may nominate a maximum of 

8 junior players (combined all divisions/categories  Boys and/or Girls). The Organizing Committee has great 

pleasure in inviting and hosting two (2) players, each in age group 15-17 yrs & 13-14 years to form either a boys or 

girls team). The Organizing Committee has the right to finalize the number of golfers to play in this tournament. 

 

TOURNAMENT FORMAT 

 

54 holes (18 x 3 rounds) gross stroke play for boys & girls (Groups A to D). No cut will be applied. 

27 holes (9 x 3 rounds) stroke play for boys and girls of Group E. 

The Tournament Committee may cancel any round or rounds in the event of conditions or circumstances, which 

make the playing of 54 or 27 holes impracticable. 

 

 



 

a)       Individual Competition 

 

Players will be allocated their age category according to their age as on December 03, 2010. Competition will 

be conducted over the following age groups: 

 

Class    Age Group  Boys’ H/cap                       Girls’ H/cap  

A  15 to 17 years  12 or below   15 or below 

B  13 to 14 years  15 or below   18 or below 

C  11 to 12 years  18 or below   24 or below 

D  08 to 10 years  24 or below   30 or below  

E  06 to 07 years  30 or below   36 or below 

 

Note: If the number of entries is less than 5 in any of the above groups, the Organizing Committee may, at its 

absolute discretion, combine the players to play in any other group or groups. 

 

b)       Team Competition 

 

I. There will be an international team event for both the boys and girls sections: 

II. Each Boy’s team and Girl’s team shall comprise of two (2) players each respectively. 

III. Each Boys team shall comprise of 2 players, one from Class A and one from B. 

IV. Each Girls Team shall comprise of two players, to any combination of two players from Group A, B, 

C, D. 

V. The team championship shall consist of 54 holes for the Boys’ and Girls’ event respectively. The total 

of the team’s score for the 3 rounds shall be/constitute the team’s score for the championship. The 

team returning the lowest score for the championship shall be the winner. 

VI. Team members shall be named a week before the start of the championship. 

VII. Disqualification of any team members in any round under the Rules of Golf shall not be effective for 

any subsequent round unless the Tournament Committee determines otherwise. 

 



 

 

 

TEES

 

 

Boys Group A  :  BLACK tees, 7114 Yards (Ridge/Valley Course). 

Boys Group B  :  GOLD tees, 6674 Yards (Ridge/Valley Course). 

Girls Group A  :  BLUE tees, 6241 Yards (Ridge/Valley Course). 

Boys Group C &  

Girls Group B  :  WHITE tees, 5773 Yards (Ridge/Valley Course). 

Girls Group C  :  RED tees, 5171 Yards (Ridge/Valley Course). 

Boys Group D  :  WHITE tees, 5234 (Canyon Course). 

Girls Group D  :  RED tees, 4644 Yards (Canyon Course). 

Boys & Girls Group E:  GREEN tees, 2100 Yards (Canyon Course – 9 holes). 

 

 AWARD AND PRIZES

 

I.      Boys and Girls Team Championship  

 

The Hex City - Albatross Trophy shall be awarded to the Boys & Girls team champion (the team with the 

lowest score for 3 days). Prizes will be awarded  to the members of the winning team. 

 

II.      Individual Championship  

 

a)      Trophies and prizes will be granted to the winner and 3 runners-up of Boys   Groups A, B, C  and D. 

b)      Trophies and prizes will be granted to the winner and 2 runners-up of Girls Groups A, B, C and D. 



 

c)      Trophies and prizes will be granted to the winner and 2 runners-up of Group E, (combined Boys & Girls) 

 

Note:  

 

i. If there are less than 5 entries in any of the Girl Divisions, prizes will only be awarded to the 

winner and runners-up in that division/Group. 

ii. Other than the Team Event, any player can receive only one prize in total. 

 

OFFICIAL PRACTICE ROUND 

 

Players are entitled to one free practice round on Tuesday 30
th

 November 2010, at the Classic Golf Resorts. Practice 

round before that date will be subject to payment of Green fees (Pl note CGR is closed on 29th November 2010 and 

every Monday for maintenance). 

 

ENTRY & DEADLINE 

 

All entries have to be made online on www.albatross.co.in . Entries open on Wednesday, September 15, 2010. 

Closing/ last date for acceptance of entries is on or before Monday, October 25, 2010. Please do not hesitate to 

contact us if you have any questions. Albatross team very much looks forward to seeing you at CGR in November. 

 

PRACTICAL INFORMATION 

 

A help desk/dedicated welcome staff will be functional at the Classic Golf Resorts to handle the daily 

needs/information/ requests of the players. Feel free to go there and meet the Tournament hostesses/staff for any 

general or administrative information. 

On arrival players are required to register and get their practice tee times. Players will also receive the week’s 

program; Albatross chart of good behavior, player badges, goodie bags & lunch coupons. 

It is advisable to equip yourself with good pair of shoes, sneakers, cap, rain gear, swimsuit/trunks, bag pack, sun 

lotion, sunglasses and a warm jumper for a cool evening. 

 



 

 

ALBATROSS BADGE 

 

Players will receive an official Albatross Tournament Badge. 

The badge must be worn at all times as it entitles the player to all scheduled events from 08:00 on Tuesday 30 Nov to 

17:30 on Friday 03 Dec’ 10. This would allow players access to the dining hall/official ceremonies and 

complimentary practice facilities. The players badge also allows free access to other recreational/leisure activities at 

the Golf Resort. One registered official per country will also receive a badge, entitling them to all scheduled meals 

during this period. 

 

FRIENDS AND FAMILY 

 

Parents/friends and families are welcome during the tournament. Parents may have lunch at the clubhouse on direct 

payment. Parents may also participate in all other official ceremonies (lunches, welcome dinner, etc) on payment of 

requisite charges which shall be intimated later on first come first served basis/prior booking (subject to availability).
